My brain is starting to clear, but it has taken over a week.
Last month | went to California and took a class for 12 days
straight. The time was a mixed bag of experiences — won-
derful, overwhelming and challenging all at once. The first
morning as the 12 of us students were getting to know the
two teachers, we were shocked when one professor asked
the question “why pray?” Then he gave a philosophical
argument about how little prayer accomplishes. As stu-
dents, most of whom are pastors and all of whom are in
ministry, we were dumbstruck. Just where he wanted us.
This course of study, he told us, is not for him to give us his
beliefs, but to challenge us to defend what we claim are our
beliefs. No truth statements could be made in our papers
without a thoughtful, historical, academic and biblical look
at what was being said as truth. In the years we will be to-
gether we will have to do the real work of knowing what we
believe, supporting it without taking it for granted. For the
12 days, we went through Church history, the good, the bad
and the ugly. Our professor brought to the table many
more concepts for us to chew on. Many post-modern which
is a current theological viewpoint young people are adopt-
ing. You and | need to look at this trend. To consider it
thoughtfully, historically, academically and biblically to dis-
cern if it is valid, if it is from God and how we will handle it if
itis... or if we discern that it is not. It is enough to make
your head spin. Mine is just slowing down. And my prayer
life is much more intentional. I’'m adding some historic
prayer practices to my schedule and it makes me more
mindful every day of how amazing God is. So, how would
you answer if a non-believer asked you “why do you pray?”
